PAYMENT SERVICE PROVIDER (PSP) LICENSING
SERVICE

Any entity intending to execute payment services within the territory of Georgia is mandated to
obtain a Payment Service Provider license from the National Bank of Georgia. The Fintech Associa-
tion of Georgia offers interested companies a comprehensive service package that covers the man-
agement of the entire process, from the initial development of the licensing project to the successful
acquisition of the license, including all necessary communication with the regulatory body.

In 2023, the National Bank of Georgia approved the regulation governing the participation of
non-banking institutions in Open Banking. This framework requires regulated entities to meet
specific criteria to gain access to client banking data. The FIA offers interested companies a com-
plete service package to manage the entire authorization process, from the development of the
compliance project to the acquisition of the permit, including communication with the regulator.

AMENDMENTS TO THE RULE ON REGISTRATION AND REGULATION OF
VIRTUAL ASSET SERVICE PROVIDERS

On November 27, 2025, the National Bank of Georgia introduced amendments to the
Rule on Registration and Regulation of Virtual Asset Service Providers (VASPs) with the
aim of increasing consumer awareness and transparency. In accordance with the amend-
ment, VASPs are now required to prominently display their registration document issued
by the National Bank across all service delivery channels.

This change serves to protect consumer interests, facilitate the identification of legitimate
activities in the virtual asset market, and strengthen the requlatory framework within the
supervisory mandate of the National Bank. The updated regulation entered into force on

January 1, 2026.

It is also noteworthy that during the year, the National Bank of Georgia granted four companies
authorization to participate in Open Banking, including Flitt, Verto, Wif Pay, and Multi Prime.
We are pleased to announce that the Fintech Association of Georgia provided legal and consult-
ing services to Verto, which received authorization to join Open Banking in 2025. The company
represents an online platform integrated into the Open Banking system that offers its users the
opportunity to electronically execute currency exchange operations at acceptable and competi-
tive exchange rates.

In
this regard, the Fintech Association of Georgia plans to implement grant programs, organize
public lectures for Georgian universities, and participate in local and international fintech confer-
ences. Through these initiatives, the Association aims to further strengthen sector awareness and
emphasize its importance to the general public.
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
